Dear NCPS Families: 
 
During the statewide school closure, NCPS plans to deliver one breakfast and lunch meal bundle, per 
day, for students. This opportunity is through the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP). The delivery 
will take place Monday through Thursday with Friday’s meals delivered on Thursday between the 
window of 10:30 AM to 12:30 PM.  
 
Wednesday, March 18, 2020, will be the first day for meal delivery. Children must be present at the time 
that meals are delivered; this is a mandatory requirement of the United States Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) and the Virginia Department of Education (VDOE). 
 
Meals will be delivered through the regular bus routes. You may sign up for meal deliveries by texting 
(804) 466-2277. In your text, please note the following: 
 

● Number of children (18 and under) 
● Address 
● Parent/guardian’s name 
● Special dietary needs 

 
If you cannot text, then you may call the Northumberland School Board Office at (804) 529-6134 
between the hours of 10 AM to 2 PM, Tuesday through Thursday of this week.  
 
Families in need of additional nutritional resources may contact local food banks and/or the 
Northumberland Department of Social Services for guidance.
